TOWN OF EAST WINDSOR

The following ordinance was adopted at a Special Town Meeting duly warned and held
on October 29, 2012.

“An Ordinance Creating A Capital Non-Recurring Expense Fund Expressly For
Monies Received by the Planning and Zoning Commission in Lieu of Open Space
Donations from Developers”

1. Ordinance No. 77-7 and 97-1 is repealed, and this Ordinance is substituted in
lieu thereof.

The Town of East Windsor shall, according to the provisions of Connecticut General
Statutes, Sec. 8-25 and 8-25(b), establish a Capital Non-recurring Expense Fund for the
purpose of receiving all monies paid to the Planning and Zoning Commission in lieu of
open space by developers.

Said funds are to be handled by the Town Treasurer as per Section 7-148 (c)(2)(k) of the
Connecticut General Statutes.

Said funds shall be used only for the purpose of preserving open space or acquiring
additional land for open space or for recreational or agricultural purposes. Said funds
shall not be expended for such purposes without the approval of the Planning and
Zoning Commission, Board of Selectmen, Board of Finance and the Town Meeting.

Said ordinance shall become effective fifteen (15) days from publication thereof.
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
