Special Town Meeting

February 24, 2010

A Special Town Meeting of the Town of East Windsor was held at the East Windsor Town Hall on Wednesday, February 24, 2010.  The meeting was called to order by First Selectmen, Denise Menard at 7:32 P.M.  

Motion was made by Linda Sinsigallo and seconded by Dale Nelson that Denise Menard preside as Moderator.

Motion was made by Linda Sinsigallo and seconded by Richard Pippin, Jr. that nominations for Moderator be closed.

Both motions passed unanimously.

Assistant Town Clerk, Joanne M. Slater read the call to the meeting.

Moderator, Denise Menard read the statement of eligibility to vote.

The following resolution (Item #1) was introduced and read by Robert Slate.

RESOLVED:  To transfer funds for Board of Selectmen approved salary changes for unaffiliated personnel and for contractual obligations for clerical and public works unions.

Robert Slate moved the resolution, seconded by Linda Sinsigallo. No discussion followed and the resolution passed unanimously.

The following resolution (Item #2) was introduced and read by Dale Nelson.  

RESOLVED:  To transfer $124,211.00 from contingency 2 (8410-895) for retroactive monies, operations and overtime accounts.

Dale Nelson moved the resolution, seconded by Lorraine Devanney.  No discussion followed and the resolution passed unanimously.  

The following resolution (Item #3) was introduced and read by Linda Sinsigallo.   

RESOLVED:  To transfer $69,474.00 from contingency 2 (8410-895) for Police Department salary increases 2009/2010 fiscal year.

Linda Sinsigallo moved the resolution, seconded by Dale Nelson.  No discussion followed and the resolution passed unanimously.

The following resolution (Item #4) was introduced and read by Mark Simmons.  RESOLVED:  To authorize transfer of funds from various accounts to the retirement enhancement line for the retirement settlement for the Town Clerk (total $27,185.00).

Mark Simmons moved the resolution, seconded by Linda Sinsigallo.  No discussion followed and the resolution passed unanimously.

The following resolution (Item #5) was introduced and read by Karen Gaudreau.  RESOLVED:  To authorize the transfer of funds from various accounts to the GASB45-OPEB line in the Town Auditor Budget. (Total $1,892.00).

Karen Gaudreau moved the resolution, seconded by Robert Slate.  No discussion followed and the resolution passed unanimously.

The following resolution (Item #6) was introduced and read by Richard Pippin, Jr.  RESOLVED:  To transfer $10,000 from the contingency fund (8410-890) to the FD Physicals & Immunizations line (2150-330) in the current budget.

Richard Pippin, Jr. moved the resolution, seconded by Robert Slate.  No discussion followed and the resolution passed unanimously.

The following resolution (Item #7) was introduced and read by Karen Gaudreau.  RESOLVED:  To transfer $841.00 from the contingency fund (8410-890) to the Unemployment Comp line (7350-215) in the current budget.

Karen Gaudreau moved the resolution, seconded by Dale Nelson.  No discussion followed and the resolution passed unanimously.

The following resolution (Item #8) was introduced and read by Lorraine Devanney.

RESOLVED:  To adopt the ordinance entitled “Ordinance Concerning the Removal of Ice and Snow from Sidewalks in the Town of East Windsor”.  Copy to be filed in the Town Clerk’s Office.

Lorraine Devanney moved the resolution, seconded by Karen Gaudreau.  Robert Slate asked who was going to enforce this ordinance.  Leonard Norton, Public Works Director answered that the  Police Department will be the one to enforce this Ordinance.  The resolution passed unanimously.

The following resolution (Item #9) was introduced and read by Lorraine Devanney.  RESOLVED:  To adopt the ordinance entitled “Ordinance to Regulate General Parking”.  Copy to be filed in the Town Clerk’s Office.

Lorraine Devanney moved the resolution, seconded by Robert Slate.  No discussion followed and the resolution passed unanimously.

The following resolution (Item #10) was introduced and read by Richard Pippin, Jr.

RESOLVED:  To adopt an ordinance entitled “Ordinance Establishing a Separate Inland Wetland Watercourse Agency for the Town of East Windsor”.  Copy to be filed in the Town Clerk’s Office.

Richard Pippin, Jr. moved the resolution, seconded by Dale Nelson.  John Burnham said that there was an issue about how they are going to phase the members in and out.  Robin Newton said she had asked members of the board if any of them would be willing to just be on the Conservation Commission.  Right now, nobody was interested.  The other way is through attrition when members terms come up The Selectmen will need to take a good look at who comes to the meetings and participates in the next 3 years.  At the end of 3 years, as it states in the ordinance, the membership numbers will have to be 5 regular members and 2 alternates.  

Denise Menard said that the 3 years gives them time to phase it in.  If someone resigns, the Selectmen won’t have to fill that position.  If at the end of three years from now they have someone who has not attended the meetings, it will give them good cause for reducing the number a little more logically.

The resolution passed unanimously.

Dale Nelson made motion to adjourn, seconded by Robert Slate.  The meeting adjourned at 7:59PM.
