American Waste at 860-289-7850 
for a pick up. There is a charge for 
this large  item pick up service 
($50 per item). 
Trash/Recycling Pick-Up 
2012 – One-day Delay with Trash 
and Recycling for May 28, July 4, 
September 3, and November 22, 
and December 25. (No delays for 
January 2, Martin Luther King 
Day, Presidents’ Day, Good Friday, 
Columbus Day 
or Veterans’ Day.) 
NOTE: Christmas trees will be 
picked up during the week 1/9/12 
through 1/13/12 on your trash 
pickup day.  Place tree at curbside 
by 6:00AM on your trash day. 
Stump end of  tree should be 
facing the road.
