ESTABLISHMENT OF QUORUM

The meeting began at 7:00 p.m. at the Planning & Zoning Office, 11 Rye Street, Broad Brook, CT.  

An informal discussion took place with no motions or votes, as a quorum was not established.

EDC Membership:

The members present briefly discussed EDC member Richard Covill.  It was decided that a letter would be sent to his last known address by certified mail asking for his resignation.
Route 140 Stakeholders Meeting

Ms. Whitten handed out copies of a Summary and Recommendations from the June 13, 2012 Stakeholders Meeting.  She felt that she should bring it to the EDC before bringing it to the Planning and Zoning Commission.  Mr. Richards said he would take copies to the Board of Selectmen meeting tomorrow (July 17th).  He said it's important to show businesses what the Board is doing.

It was noted that one of the recommendations was to establish relationships with local lenders.  Mr. Richards suggested having a meeting with all the bank members in town.  He said he would be willing to contact the bankers.  Mr. Moffett suggested having something in September, possibly at their regular meeting on September 17th.  Mr. Richards said he would talk to the Board of Selectmen tomorrow to see what their response is.  

The Summary and Recommendations memo was discussed.  Mr. Moffett noted that it comes out to a preference for mixed use.  Mr. Whitten noted that the lack of water service is an issue, but said they can still promote the corridor.  She said it is positive that people came out and that they are willing to work together.  

Ms. Whitten indicated that thank-you letters will be sent to Pat Soucy and George from Golden Irene’s along with copies of the report.  Reports will also be sent to everyone in the route 140 corridor.  

Economic Development Issues: 

Ms. Whitten talked about the State Plan of Conservation and Development.  She said one of the goals of the State is to create a wide diversity of housing.  The Plan of Conservation and Development is what the State looks at when we apply for a grant.  She said they will look to see if the town is trying to keep up with the State’s Plan and trying to meet their goals.  Mr. Richards felt that the town has been good with a diversity of housing.   Ms. Whitten noted that we never got our sewer service map approved by the State OPM.  She said the sewer service area is critical to our plan.

A brief discussion took place regarding the proposed apartments on Route 5 and Phelps Road.  Ms. Whitten noted that with the new regulations for apartments, we only allow “Mansions” type of apartments with each unit having a separate entrance and their own garage.  Mr. Moffett suggested for apartment regulations requiring that a certain percentage be retail.  Ms. Whitten said that could be one of their goals.  She suggested adding something that says you could get a higher density if you add retail.

It was noted that the EDC members want to change the meeting time to 6:00 p.m. for all future meetings.  It was suggested that a formal motion be made at the next meeting when they have a quorum.

The meeting ended at 7:45 p.m.
