Barn Grant Application: Chairperson Barbara Smigiel has applied for a barn
grant to preserve and restore a barn located on her property in the Melrose
section of East Windsor. This is a matching grant with up to $3500.00
available.

District 12 Schoolhouse: Members of the Commission will be gathering
information on grants available to fund the restoration project of the
schoolhouse. The commission’s secretary will research www.grants.gov to
determine what is available. Representative Ted Graziani also provided
resources for grants and highlighted some that may be pertinent to the District
12 Schoolhouse.

Melrose Historic District: : A letter has been sent to all members of the
Melrose Historic District from the Connecticut Commission on Culture and
Tourism stating that the district will be considered by the State Historic
Preservation board for nomination to the National Register of Historic Places
on June 10, 2010.

items could be salvaged. Two doors were identified and Michael Hunt of the
East Windsor Historical Society will retrieve them.
