There are food pantries in almost every town. Once you contact 2-1-1 to identify the pantry you want to visit, call the pantry
directly to confirm their hours and see if you need an appointment. When you visit the pantry, they will likely ask you basic
questions, like family size, to understand your needs. Most pantries provide a variety of fresh and non-perishable food.
Some will ask you to wait in line and others offer a drive-through option. It is okay to visit more than one pantry. Masks and
soclal distancing are required. You do not need to prove citizenship in order to get food. You can have paid employment
and still get food. You can get food at a pantry whether or not you already receive SNAP,

Our trucks bring free food to over 100 outdoor locations, This program is open to anyone in Connecticut who needs food
with no question asked and no ID required. You will receive a variety of food, most of it fresh — including produce. Some
locations offer a-drive-through option, others are walk-up, but the line moves quickly. One allotment of food is given to each
person 16 years or older at each site, even if you are picking up for someone else. You can visit as many mobile sites as you
need to. For everyone’s safety masks are required and social distancing is enforced. You do not need to prove citizenship in
order to get food. You do not need to demonstrate proof of income in order to get food.
